REPORTS from Sinn Féin that
the party had successfully
lobbied for free bins were
quickly dismissed by Council
management just as LOCAL
NEWS was going to press.

The free-bin bid came as
Cllr Mark Ward (SE Clon-
dalkin) complained bitterly
that looking at the litter-
strewn streets in his area was
“heartbreakmg”, “shocking”,
and “ripping the heart and
soul out of communities”.

“It is difficult to ensure that
the children of today will be-
come the adults of tomorrow
that have a sense of pride in
their communities when they
have to pass discarded rub-
bish on the way to school,”
Cllr Ward fumed.

WASTE FOOD

He spoke of the Clondalkin
of his youth which, while
never spotless, showed some
evidence of civic pride:

“When I was playing street
football I didn’t have to drib-
ble the ball around discarded
nappies and waste food to
score a goal!”

Now, in a press release, the
Sinn Féin councillor said he

had managed to pass a mo-
tion “calling on an introduc-
tion of a bin waiver scheme”.
Unfortunately, there’s less
to it than meets the eye.
Sinn Féin have in the past
placed several radical mo-
tions on waste disposal in
front of the South Dublin
County Council (SDCQ).
Some have been defeated,
and those that passed — in-
cluding a recent vote to end
bin privatisation — are sim-
ply scuppered by non-elected
management.
Since the mid-1970s, coun-
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cils in general have been
stripped of their money-
spending powers. Cllr Ward,
to gain a cash concession —
like a bin waiver — would
have to have jumped two
hurdles: first, passing the vote
and second, winning over
Council management.

Council management, be-
holden to their Kildare Street
paymasters, routinely scup-
pers all efforts by councillors
to reverse Fine Gael’s pro-pri-
vatisation drive — whether
with waste, housing or any-
thing else.

And it turns out that ClIr
Ward’s successful motion, on
closer examination, will sim-
ply trigger a “request”.

PROMISES

It calls on the officer presid-
ing at the meeting — in this
case, Ita Kenny, a member of
SDCC’s permanent manage-
ment — to write a letter to
government asking them to
consider a  bin-waiver
scheme.

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Such schemes
have been promised
in the past, Cllr Ward
points out:

“This bin waiver
scheme was prom-
ised in the 2011 Pro-
gramme for Govern
ment.”

However, Fine Gael
sources have told
LOCAL NEWS that it
is highly unlikely

that the Minister
concerned, Denis
Naughten (Ind,

Roscommon-Gal-
way), will reply with
anything other than
a polite refusal.

Cllr Ward himself
appears to acknowl-
edge that bins — free
or paid-for — are not
the real issue here:

“...[Tlhere were al-
most 1800 com-
plaints of illegal
dumping from June
to August.”

This plague goes
beyond the SDCC.
LOCALNEWS, in our
South and West edi-
tions of September 7,
wrote about illegal
dumping in Drim-
nagh: see Lissadel
Rubbish Piles Up for
Weeks... and Months,
page 8 (available on
localnews.ie).

RESIDENTS
CRITICISED

There, we were
critical, as usual, of
excessive  charges
and Fine Gael’s pro-
private dogma on
waste. But we were
critical of residents,
too:

Cllr MARK WARD: never as bad in his youth

While the privati-
sation of bins has
been for the most
part an expensive
and inefficient fiasco,
there can be no
doubt but that some
blame, in the case of
Lissadel Road, lies
with the residents.

We saw rubbish

randomly  strewn
in...small gar-
dens...ultimately, re-

sponsibility for
general neighbourly
tidiness lies with
neighbours, not
Councils or bin com-
panies. If anything
the Council, for once,
are the heroes here.
They are deploying
their...small vehicles
both for normal tidy-
ing work and for
extra duty”. This of-
ficial  helpfulness
and flexibility may
not last, however —
particularly if locals
are not seen to do
their fair share in
solving Lissadel
Road’s litter collec-

tion problem.

GET OUT CLAUSE

Cllr Ward is simi-
larly frank about the
burden that his own
constituents must
carry:

“I want to be per-
fectly  clear...that
there is no place for
illegal dumping in
our area.”

But he does offer a

partial “get-out
clause” to the cul-
prits:

“I genuinely be-
lieve that the intro-
duction of a bin
waiver scheme
would have a posi-
tive impact in the
most disadvantaged
areas.”

He’s right, of
course, but it would
help ClIr Ward and
those fighting litter if
the citizens got be-
hind him — with
deed as well as word.

12,500 waiting for
eye procedures

ALMOST 12,500 people were
waiting for eye procedures at
the end of August — the largest
inpatient waiting list of any
medical speciality. More than
3,000 of these people are wait-
ing more than a year, with 800
waiting more than 18 months.

A further 38,000 are on out-
patient waiting lists, waiting to
receive appointments, up from
32,000 at the end of 2016 — an
almost 20% increase within
eight months.

The Association of Op-
tometrists (AOI) said crisis-
level delays in eye-care are
compromising health and serv-
ices need to change urgently to
meet present and future de-
mand. AOI called for immediate
reform which would see com-
munity and hospital based
services work much more
closely together, with routine
care provided in the community
and only specialist or complex
cases referred to hospital eye
departments.

AQI Chief Executive Sean
McCrave said: “Hospital eye
departments cannot and will
not meet patient ever-growing
demand. In the UK and across
Europe there has been an in-
creasing move towards com-
munity based eye-care — and
that is where Ireland needs to
go to.”

“We estimate that €32m can
be saved while at the same
time delivering a better and
quicker service. This is be-
cause it is 50% less expensive
to treat via the local Op-
tometrist than in the hospital
system.”

Mr McCrave said that the
HSE could solve the problem
quickly by reviewing Op-
tometrists’ contracts and sanc-
tioning them to provide an
increased volume of routine
public services

“We have 600 Optometrists
across the country who are
trained, highly-skilled, have the
necessary equipment and want
to solve the crisis. AOl is calling
for discussions with the HSE to
begin immediately,” he said.

AOQI estimates that annual
savings can be made of
€32.3m including: children’s
eye-care €7.2m, Glaucoma
€19.3m, Triage 3.9m and Red
Eye €1.9m. An Optometrist Ex-
amination costs an average of
€45, while an outpatient de-
partment or community clinic
appointment is estimated to
cost double this and also in-
volves high levels of non-atten-
dances, plus patient costs
(travel and parking).

Mr McCrave said there are
three identifiable areas where
Optometrists can immediately
reduce waiting times: the pae-
diatric list, the cataract list and
review of stable patients post-
treatment, particularly those
with Glaucoma and AMD.

“It is frustrating to continu-
ously hear about the growing
numbers on the waiting list, and
the risks to patients this brings,
while Optometrists are in a po-
sition to immediately make sig-
nificant inroads into solving the
problem,” he concluded.
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Hero John, 12, rescues mum from D8 balcony blaze

THERE WERE dra-
matic and terrifying
scenes in Thomas
Davis Street,
Inchicore last week
when a midnight
blaze gutted the
first-floor flat of
mum Maggie Green
and her children
John, 12, Francis, 8,
and Savannah, just
7.

The fire started sud-
denly some time
after 11:00pm on
Tuesday, September
19. Neighbours, in-
cluding one bearing
a ladder, came to

the assistance of the
Green family.

But it was young
John Green who
saved the day, turn-
ing back to rescue
mum Maggie when
she had become
trapped in a smoke-
filled bedroom.
BLACKENED
Neighbours re-
ported that the chil-
dren were “limp and
totally blackened”
when they were re-
moved by ambu-
lance and rescue
services. Hero John
was later stabilised
in Crumlin Chil-
dren’s Hospital, but

his little brother
Francis and mum
Maggie were de-
scribed as critical.
Scorch marks on
the walls near the
front door have led
Gardai to treat the
fire as suspicious.

HERO JOHN GREEN: saved his mum

BACK at the Dail last
Wednesday for the
opening of the new
session it took less
than one day to be
reminded of how
frustrating and
sometimes sickening
this place is for any-
one trying to bring
about change in this
country.

It's the sheer brass
neck and hypocrisy
of our government
politicians and so -
called leaders that re-
ally get to you.

On  Wednesday
People Before Profit
hit the ground run-
ning with a proposal
to make housing a
constitutional right.
The Bill said:

“The State recog-
nises the common
good as including the
right to secure, af-
fordable, dignified
housing, appropriate
to need, for all the
residents of Ireland
and shall guarantee
this right through its
laws, policies and the
prioritisation of re-
sources.

The State, accord-
ingly, shall delimit
the right to private
property where it is
necessary to ensure
the common good
and to vindicate the
said right to housing
for all residents of
Ireland.”

The reason for the
bill was of course that
we are again in a
housing crisis and
worse than ever, with
over 8000 homeless,
including, ap-
pallingly, more than
2000 children. But it
was also because
every time we and
others have made
practical proposals
for tackling the crisis
the establishment
have come back with
the argument that
they were not possi-
ble because they
would infringe the
rights of private
property enshrined
in the constitution.

Declare a National
Housing Emergency
— there is one after all
— and use compul-
sory purchase pow-
ers to secure tens of
thousands of empty
residential properties
for public housing.
NO! It would infringe
on property rights.

Ban all economic

'Brid Smith TD outside Ddil Eireann with the won-
derful #MyNameis homeless campaign'

evictions and house
repossessions. NO! It
would infringe the
property rights of
landlords and banks.
(We put forward
such a Bill last year
but it was defeated
on the casting vote of
the Fianna Fail
Ceann Combhairle).

Bring in rent con-
trols. NO! That would
interfere with the
right of landlords to
make profits.

Halt the sale of
publicland to private
developers. NO! How
can you build houses
without ‘incentivis-
ing’ developers?
That’s how the mar-
ket works.

Make NAMA a
state company and
use it to ACTUALLY
BUILD PUBLIC
HOUSING FOR PEO-
PLE. What an idea!
Don't you realise that
would interfere with
the free market and
the principles of pri-
vate property.

This is why our Bill
was so essential. It
would insert into the
Constitution the
principle that the
right to housing over-
rides the rights of pri-
vate property i.e. the
rights of landlords,
and so make it possi-
ble to do all the prac-
tical things we have

been proposing.

And we had the
support of Father
Peter McVerry, the
Simon Community,
many housing ac-
tivists, the Social De-
mocrats and a lot of
trade unionists, Plus
81 countries world-
wide, including
Justin Trudeau’s
Canada, already have
this right in their
constitutions.

So what did the es-
tablishment politi-
cians — who never
stop talking about
their determination
to tackle the housing
crisis - have to
say?They said this Bill
is not a practical pro-
posal, it wont actu-
ally house anyone in
the morning ! And
they voted it out!

By 73 votes to 37
the Dail rejected the
idea that housing
should be a basic
right. And — and peo-
ple should remem-
ber this come
election time — Fi-
anna Fail voted
WITH Fine Gael on
this, as they always
do on anything really
important.

One thing, by the
way, is key to under-
standing how Irish
society works. Fianna
Fail and Fine Gael
bicker and criticise

each other all the time
over secondary mat-
ters but when it
comes to defending
the interests of the
rich, the bankers and
the bosses against the
interests of the mass
of working people
they always stand
united.

They have been
leading the people of

Ireland this merry
dance for more than
eighty years and will
do it for next eighty
years if we let them
get away with it.

So for all the fine
words, all the expres-
sions of concern, all
the crocodile tears
and all the talk of
summits and initia-
tives, nothing serious

is being done about
the housing and
homelessness crisis.

A TINY KENYAN
charity has solved
an online payments
problem that Ire-
land’s  billionaire
brothers, the
Collinsons,
founders of Stripe,
and other giants like
PayPal, hadn’t even
noticed.

The problem?

That buyers and
sellers in poor coun-
tries — and poor
people around the
world — cannot af-
ford expensive

M-PESA IN ACTION: bottom-of-the-line phones can

handle money
smartphones.

So far, all new pay-
ments systems, in-
cluding the

Collisons’ Stripe, as-

sume that the
sender and the re-
ceiver of money
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possess at least a
smartphone and, at
the merchant’s end,
probably  several
fancy PCs as well.

M-PESA

Butin Kenya, pop-
ulation 50 million,
with an average in-
come of €34 per
head per week, that
ain’t necessarily so.

Enter M-Pesa.

Ironically, M-Pesa
didn’t start life as a
“PayPal killer” at all,
but merely as a
channel to allow
GAMOS, a microfi-
nance and anti-
poverty agency, to
keep in touch with
its borrowers.

GAMOS  bosses
quickly learned that
those borrowers —
market traders and
other tiny busi-
nesses — were terri-
fied to bring home
their day’s takings.
Salaried  workers,
similarly, hated car-
rying cash. Robbery
and banditry are rife
in Kenya, and paper
money is a danger-
ous liability.

DUMB-PHONE
SMARTS

So the M-Pesa
startup managed to
convince business
people to take their
hard-earned Kenyan
Shillings, KES, to a
nearby M-Pesa
agent who would in
return... send a line
of digits to their mo-
bile phone.

Not a smartphone,
a dumb one.

Astoundingly, the
micro-merchants
agreed to  this
bizarre barter, but
they were soon re-
warded.

They discovered
that shops near their
homes — and every-
where else — were
happy to cash the
digits for the real
thing: groceries,
hardware or, if they
wanted it, money.

But there was
more.

As M-Pesa began
putting the bandits
out of business, the
shopkeepers accept-
ing the digital cash
began to prefer M-
Pesas to the real
thing. They, after all,

smart-cash app

had security prob-
lems of their own,
so the less paper
currency they car-
ried in their shops

or safes, the
sounder they slept
at night.

Astonishingly, M-
Pesa, a mere four
years after its intro-
duction in Kenya,
began to replace the
official  currency,
the Kenyan Shilling
or KES, altogether.

90 BILLION EURD

It took from just
2007 to 2011 to sign
up half the popula-
tion. And now more
than a third of all
transactions —for
cups of coffee, hard-
ware, or even cars
— are carried out
with  strings of
swapped M-Pesa
code, with nary a
banknote in sight.

Kenyan  M-Pesa
transactions for the
last  two  years
amount to 5 thou-
sand billion KES
(€50 billion), or
about half the coun-
try’s gross national
product.

The essence of M-
Pesa, and the basis
for its appeal, is its
simplicity. No one,
it seems, has yet
“forged” an M-Pesa
string, so there’s
been little or no
fraud. Now, for the
first time, it’s being
used in Europe,
with pilot payment
programmes in Ro-
mania, soon to be
followed by the UK
and, presumably,
Ireland.

As it’s so simple,
why can’t we start
an M-Pesa clone of
our own?

Harold’s Cross site could accommodate
new Educate Together School

Local Fianna Fail TD, Jim
O’Callaghan has called on the
Minister for Education, Richard
Bruton to construct a new post-
primary school on the Harold’s
Cross site in Dublin 6.

The Deputy raised the matter
in Dail Eireann last night during
a special debate when he said,
“In May of this year the Dept of
Education purchased the land at
the former greyhound track in
Harold’s Cross. How this land
will be used by the state is a
hugely important issue for the
people in my constituency.

“Some years ago the Dept of
Education approved the con-
struction of a new post-primary
school, to be completed by Sep-
tember 2018, to service the
Dublin 2, 4, 6 and 8 area. Fol-
lowing a patronage process, Ed-
ucate Together was approved to
be the patron of the new sec-
ondary school.

“It is an urgent priority in our
area that this school is con-

structed to alleviate the pressure
on parents who are struggling to
secure a school place for their
children.

“There is limited choice for
parents who wish to send their
children to a non-paying sec-
ondary school that is multi-de-
nominational and co-educat
ional. There is huge demand
for a school of this kind and Ed-
ucate Together is an excellent
model.

“The vacant site at Harold’s
Cross is an ideal location, in the
centre point of the area most in
need of a new post-primary
school. It is crucial that steps are
taken to establish a new multi-
denominational, co-educational,
non-fee  paying secondary
school.

“This is an enormously posi-
tive project for our locality and
one that | will continue to support
and advocate in DA&il Eireann
over the coming weeks,” con-
cluded Deputy O’Callaghan.

Self assessed income tax payers have just 4 weeks to get their tax affairs in order

THE date has been
set for years the, 31st
of October, but that
doesn'’t stop the pro-
crastination.

Dementia together

SEPTEMBER is World
Alzheimer's Month. The readers
of the Local News might be sur-
prised to learn that Alzheimer's
disease is one of at least 400 dif-
ferent types of dementia. All can
be associated with difficulties in
memory, thinking and language,
problem-solving and carrying out
everyday tasks, as well changes
in mood and behaviour.

People in Ireland have poor
knowledge of dementia, which is
surprising given that so many of
us have been touched by it. One
in every two of us knows some-
one with dementia. Half a million
of us live in a family that has
been affected by dementia and
180,000 of us have cared for a
family member or loved one with
the condition.

Those who have received a di-
agnosis, their families and loved
ones have told us of the stigma
and fear which still surrounds de-
mentia. They speak of feeling
isolated within their own commu-
nities, of being written out of daily
life.

Ireland is renowned for its
sense of community. We have al-
ways gathered together to sup-
port one another in times of
difficulty. The Dementia: Under-
stand Together campaign seeks
to build on this tradition of
‘meitheal’ by calling on people to
ensure that their villages and

towns, and their clubs and busi-
nesses, are part of communities
which support people with de-
mentia and strive to be better
places in which to live with de-
mentia.

Understand Together aims to
get people talking about demen-
tia — to understand what it is and
what it isn’'t — and to encourage
them to see the person behind
the disease. We need to build on
what people with dementia can
still do and the contributions they
can still make.

Together we can all make a dif-
ference. Simply taking a few min-
utes to chat or calling by for a
cuppa, can help alleviate some of
the loneliness people with the
condition and their carers can ex-
perience. If you own a business
or are part of a club, consider
what you can do to become more
dementia-inclusive.

advises in his regular column on
how to achieve your goals.

AT THE end of the last article I suggested trying
replying to the simple greeting “How are you?”
with very positive words, such as “Great”, “Fan-
tastic”, “Terrific” or “Amazing” to notice how
that begins to affect how you actually feel.

Now, if you did it, the first thing I'd say you
noticed was that it felt uncomfortable, or at
least strange. And that would be normal.

I was talking about us doing some “Thinking
Training” and thinking of it as you would phys-
ical training, that you would do to get physically
fit, or improve at a sport.

If you started doing an exercise or a move-
ment that you were unfamiliar with, it would
feel strange initially and even uncomfortable as
you did it.

But that “discomfort” is a very good sign, in
both cases. It means that you are pushing be-
yond your “Comfort Zone”. And I love the ex-
pression “Life Begins At The Edge Of Your
Comfort Zone”.

If it is physical training, our bodies will only
begin to change when we push it beyond what
it is comfortable with. Similarly, when we start
training our mind, we know we are heading to-
wards positive change when what we are doing
feels different and unfamiliar.

I say “unfamiliar” because the word “com-
fort” is sometimes not really accurate in this
case. Sometimes we can feel very uncomfort-
able with our current situation, for example
feeling depressed, anxious, powerless or un-
happy. But it is still called our “comfort zone”.
The thing is, humans feel a certain security in
the familiar. We like to know what's happening
and what’s going to happen next. Even if that is
something miserable!

So to do something unfamiliar or different,
with possible results that we have not experi-
enced before, can feel a little uncomfortable.
But what we are trying to escape is our “Famil-
iarity Zone”! (It's not as catchy, but probably a
more accurate description).

Some life coaching gurus will tell us that the
quality of our lives is directly proportional to
the amount of uncertainty we can take.

Remember, it is normal and not a weakness
to feel uncomfortable about change, even when
it is positive change.

But also realise, that at that habit level, when
we experience something better than what we
were experiencing before, we can instantly and
easily change. We just have to take that chance
in the first place, of letting ourselves experience
something new and unknown.

It is worthwhile to also think about the fact
that if we keep doing the same things, in the
same ways, we are going to keep getting the
same results! If we are not happy with our lives,
then the only option is trying something new!

So, let’s keep the practical exercises simple
for the moment. Keep monitoring your
thoughts, become aware of your thinking.
When you notice negative thoughts, simply
take a moment to replace them with positive
opposites. Expect that initially this will feel
strange, maybe even silly. And expect to think
thatitisn't having any effect. But also, think of it
as you would physical training.

With Thinking Training you also need to keep
doing it until it comes easily to you, then you'll
be doing it habitually and very soon noticing
the positive results!
